2) Prior to introduction of LCR framework, the company used to maintain a substantial share of its liquidity in form of fixed deposits with
banks and investment in debt mutual funds. Post the introduction of LCR framework, the Company has consciously worked towards
increasing its investment in High Quality Liquid Assets (HQLA) as per the RBI guidelines in order to meet the LCR requirement.

Qualitative information:

The Company has implemented the guidelines on Liquidity Risk Management Framework prescribed by the Reserve Bank of India requiring
maintenance of Liquidity Coverage Ratio (LCR), which aim to ensure that an NBFC maintains an adequate level of unencumbered HQLAs that
can be converted into cash to meet its liquidity needs for a 30 calendar day time horizon under a significantly severe liquidity stress scenario.

LCR = Stock of High-Quality Liquid Assets (HQLAs)/Total Net Cash Outflows over the next 30 calendar days
HQLAs comprise of Cash & Investment in Central and State Government Securities.

Total net cash outflows are arrived after taking into consideration total expected cash outflows minus total expected cash inflows for the
subsequent 30 calendar days. As prescribed by RBI, total net cash outflows over the next 30 days = Stressed Outflows - [Min (stressed inflows;
75% of stressed outflows)]. Total expected cash outflows (stressed outflows) are calculated by multiplying the outstanding balances of various
categories or types of liabilities and offbalance sheet commitments by 115% (15% being the rate at which they are expected to run off further or
be drawn down). Total expected cash inflows (stressed inflows) are calculated by multiplying the outstanding balances of various categories of
contractual receivables by 75% (25% being the rate at which they are expected to under-flow).

The Liquidity Risk Management framework of the Company is governed by its Liquidity Risk Management Policy and Procedures approved
by the Board. The Asset Liability Committee of the Board (ALCO) and Asset Liability Management Committee (ALMCO) oversee the
implementation of liquidity risk management strategy of the Company and ensure adherence to the risk tolerance/limits set by the Board.

The Company maintains a robust funding profile with no undue concentration of funding sources. In order to ensure a diversified borrowing
mix, concentration of borrowing through various sources is monitored. Further, the Company has prudential limits on investments in different
instruments to maintain a healthy investment profile. The above is periodically monitored by ALMCO and reviewed by ALCO.
